is this year’s Countryside musical! 

 
Performances are February 4 and 5, with a special sneak peek for 

studens and teachers  
tentatively scheduled for February 3 (during the school day).              

 
Join Alice's madcap adventures in Wonderland as she chases the 
White Rabbit, races the Dodo Bird, gets tied up with the Tweedles, 
raps with a bubble-blowing Caterpillar, and beats the Queen of 
Hearts at her own game! This fast-paced stage adaptation of Alice 
in Wonderland features updated dialogue and new arrangements 
of such classic Disney songs as "I'm Late," "The Un-birthday Song" and "Zip-A-Dee-Doo-Dah." 

~ AUDITIONS ~ 

For students in grades 3, 4, and 5 only 

Auditions will take place on Tuesday, September 27, from 1:00 to 4:00 PM. 

We will be auditioning students in small groups in half-hour time slots. The sign-up will be available 
starting at drop-off and pick-up times on Monday, as well as at the parent meeting.  Students can 
sign themselves up on Monday if they have their parent’s permission to do so.  NOTE:  we ask that 
you plan to arrive at auditions check-in 5-10 minutes before your scheduled time slot to ensure a 
timely start. 

Check-in will be in the hallway behind the cafetorium near the Stage Door. 

Please note that a parent/guardian should stay with their child during auditions because once a 
child has completed his/her audition they are free to go.  Thank you for your cooperation! Aftercare 
students who wish to audition should report to Aftercare as usual. We will arrange your auditions 
with the Aftercare staff and call you at the appropriate time. 

Students will not be allowed to audition unless they have turned in an audition form signed by a 
parent or guardian. In addition, students may not begin attending rehearsals until they have handed 
in a contact sheet with emergency information. 

You must come to the audition if you want to be in the play, and if you want a singing part, be ready 
to sing a short song that you are comfortable with. There will also be some drama exercises and line 
readings.  The auditions are low-key and there is no need to be nervous. Everyone who auditions 
will get to be in the play!  

Kindergarteners, First Graders, and Second Graders DO NOT NEED TO AUDITION!  There will be an 
informational meeting for K, 1 and 2 parents in the coming weeks.  The K-1-2 performers will be 

asked to attend 2 to 3 rehearsals (Tuesdays during regular rehearsal time - dates to be announced) 
in addition to the dress rehearsal and performances. 



 

 

WHAT WE EXPECT FROM YOU: 

 

~ REHEARSALS ~ 

 Rehearsals will take place after school on Tuesdays, beginning Tuesday, October 4.  In 
addition, we may be rehearsing on early release Thursdays (TBA) and some children may be 
asked to attend brush-up rehearsals on the two weekends before the performances.   

 Children will eat lunch from 12:30 to 1:00 PM and rehearse from 1:00 to 3:00 PM.  

We will gladly work around your child’s tutoring schedule so that they can be in the play without 
losing their valuable after-school enrichment and MCAS Support, which will be offered at school 
beginning in January. Please let us know if this is an issue for your family.                        

~ PARENT ORIENTATION MEETINGS ~ 

We require that parents attend one of the orientation meeting, so that you understand the 
commitment that you and your child are making to the production. This will be especially useful if 
your child has not been in a previous Countryside musical. We will hold a parent orientation 
meeting for parents of cast members in grades 3, 4 and 5 on  

 Monday, October 3rd from 8:00 to 9:00 p.m. at a location to be announced, and  
 Tuesday October 4th at 8:30 a.m. 

This meeting is a great opportunity to learn more about the show and the rehearsal process. 

  ~ WORKING BEHIND THE SCENES ~ 

The musical is a huge undertaking, and we cannot do it without your help! Parents of children in the 
cast are expected to participate in some capacity – helping with cast supervision at a few 
rehearsals, working with one of the Behind-the-Scenes teams (costumes, sets, program, etc.), or 
helping backstage during the performances. Children are also invited to help out behind-the-scenes, 
particularly if they do not want to be in the cast. Please indicate on the audition form how you can 
help!

Registration Fees 

 

This, year, to simplify the payment process, we’ve combined many of the fees into a single bundle.
